Expected outcomes: establishing contact
with other projects, exchange of practical
knowledge and good practices, transfer
and replication of solutions that work

Practical example of a MPLV

Three projects, three different programmes

Three projects express interest in joining an MPLV: one from
Interreg Italy-Croatia (Split, Croatia), one from Interreg
NEXT MED (Lebanon), and one from Interreg Euro-MED
(Bulgaria). They register their interest through the MPLV
matchmaking database

The match

After consulting the database, they get in touch, submit their
MPLV proposal and receive validation for organising an MPLV

The visit

The Interreg Italy-Croatia project hosts partners from
NEXT MED and Euro-MED at one of its pilot site,
showcasing sustainable tourism practices and
solutions

Implementation

The partners from NEXT MED and Euro-MED integrate the
knowledge and experience learned during the visit into
the implementation of their projects
