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WP1: Digitalization model of civil protection plans 

and IoT EDSS Platform Development 

WP1 aims to develop a cross-border model for civil protection plan digitalization. It will be 

based on a set of activities, starting from collection of data from civil protection plans, 

selecting the risks affecting the plans, the emergency flow charts, open data sources like 

public and private platforms, websites and webcams, to carry out a preliminary analysis of 

the needs of each individual PP and to study the local civil protection plans. Furthermore, 

WP1 also focuses on the development of a scalable and capitalizable IT platform that can 

achieve several goals: (i) digitization of civil protection plans; (ii) access to geolocated open 

data sources and IoT sensors; (iii) manage synthetic georeferenced environmental data. 

Given the ongoing impact of climate change and its potential to increase the frequency and 

severity of extreme weather events, a key component of the platform will involve conducting 

multivariate statistical analyses.  
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ACTIVITY 1.4: Development of guidelines to digitalize civil 

protection plans 

Period 2, month 7-12, 01/09/2024-28/02/2025 

LP1 in collaboration with PP4 and PP7 developed a common template to collect the data of 

Civil Protection Plans of all partners involved, including the identification of risks affecting 

the areas to be uploaded to the platform developed under WP2. The partners will select the 

main risks to be integrated into the EDSS platform based on the identified risks inside the 

civil protection plan, at least one for each partner and not more than three. The data 

collected will also include the communication, decisional and organizational flow established 

in case of emergency by the PPs. LP1, PP2, PP3, PP5, PP6, and PP7 will complete the provided 

template and identify at least one civil protection plan to be digitized and included in the 

EDSS platform. 

DELIVERABLE 1.4.1: Report on Civil Protection Plan Data to be 

digitized 

PP4 and PP7 have led the coordination of the activity to develop a comprehensive document 

that outlines the steps identified under Activities 1.1, 1.2, and 1.3. This document serves as 

a guide for municipalities and public authorities on how to successfully digitize their civil 

protection plans and how to access the services provided by the platform developed under 
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WP2. In addition, this document will ensure the sustainability and capitalization of the 

platform beyond the project's end. LP1, PP2, PP3, PP5, PP6, and PP8 have provided support 

in developing the document. 

Section 1 - Italian Legal Framework 

On January 29, 2024, the Department of Italian Civil Protection officially approved new 

operational guidelines (“Decreto del Capo Dipartimento n. 265 del 29 gennaio 2024”) for 

organizing territorial data essential to developing a nationally integrated digital platform, 

known as the "National Catalog of Civil Protection Plans." These guidelines aim to 

standardize and enhance the accessibility of critical information for emergency planning and 

response. 

As part of this initiative, two key annexes provide further details: 

● Annex A outlines the "Summary Framework of Nationally Relevant Classes," defining 

the key data categories necessary for comprehensive civil protection planning. 

● Annex B introduces the "Graphical Symbols" that will be used to ensure consistency 

in data visualization and interpretation across different administrative levels.

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The purpose of the operational guidelines is to promote: 

● A process of "digitalization" of civil protection plans at all territorial levels for the 

benefit of all components and operational structures of the National Civil Protection 

Service; 

● The homogenization of civil protection planning data at different territorial levels; 

● The definition of a data structure for civil protection planning and the subsequent 

mode of representation; 

● Interoperability between the different components (national and regional) of the 

integrated IT platform referred to in Article 1 and other national digital platforms, such 

as the National Digital Data Platform (PDND). 

The "Digital Plan" project has proactively anticipated the Italian directives by incorporating 

the digitalization of civil protection plans in its proposal, which was submitted prior to the 

release of the official Italian guidelines. The project has therefore welcomed the recent 

legislative initiatives and will fully adopt the ministerial guidelines. Furthermore, these 

guidelines will be implemented not only for the Italian partners but also for the Croatian 

partners involved in the project. The guidelines will serve as a fundamental framework for 

developing the decision support platform, ensuring a cohesive and integrated approach to 

civil protection across borders. Emphasizing cross-border methodologies allows for the 

effective comparison and harmonization of data between the two countries. This approach 

ensures consistent risk assessment and enhances coordinated response strategies, 

ultimately improving the resilience and safety of communities in both regions. 
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Section 2 – DigitalPlan guidelines for Civil Protection Plan data digitization 

Here we describe the classification reported by the “Decreto del Capo Dipartimento n. 265 del 

29 gennaio 2024”.   

Each data to be digitized is classified in:  

• Group 

• Theme 

• Class  

Moreover, each data and information may have relevance at 5 different territorial levels: 

• Municipality 

• Area 

• Province 

• Regional 

• National (Classes of national interest) 

Digital Plan has simplified the classification and will focus only on the municipality 

territorial level, as the project is focused exclusively on this scope, and it only includes 

classes. The table below reports the structure of the adopted scheme. As previously 

mentioned, a key objective of the project is to harmonize data between the Italian and 

Croatian partners. The collection and digitalization of civil protection plans are essential for 

identifying hazard and risk areas along the Italian-Croatian border. By emphasizing cross-

border methodologies, the project facilitates effective comparison and alignment of 
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information between the two countries. This unified approach ensures consistent risk 

assessments and strengthens coordinated response efforts, ultimately enhancing the 

resilience and safety of communities on both sides of the border.

The “Coded Vocabulary” field refers to specific entries 

listed in Appendix A (at the end of this document), identified by their table number and 

name in the coded vocabulary section. To streamline this process, we have created Google 

Forms that mirror the structure of each class table, and these forms will be shared directly 
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with every partner. By using these tailored forms, we aim to make data entry faster, more 

accurate, and significantly more agile.  

Please note that the partners are not required to consult or reproduce the tables 

directly; all relevant data fields have been incorporated into the Google Forms. The 

partners should simply complete the forms as provided, and the system will 

automatically align your responses with the underlying table structure. The partner 

can find an example of google form in the next paragraph.
